A recent compari-

son to neighboring Associations re-

vealed that our membership dues re-

main below what other Associations 

charge.  We appreciate your under-

standing. 

 

    The Board of Directors held member-

ship dues steady for several years.  The 

cost of membership in 1986 was 

$125.  Fifteen (15) years later dues have 

only increased by seventy-five dollars 

( $75)!    

Storms in March and April of 2010 devas-

tated the eastern access to our beach and 

caused significant erosion to the 

bluff.  Damage continued along our beach 

ranging from minor problems (damaged 

handrail) to catastrophic (bulkhead de-

stroyed).
